Roll Call = Any student out of school uniform is to self report to the roll call
teacher and ensure that their name is recorded int  he roll unless they have
brought a signed explanatory note from home . Students with notes are not to be
marked out of uniform but sent to the Deputy Princi pal at the end of roll marking
to receive a uniform red pass for the day.

Class — Any student who is  Out of Uniform without a Red Pass and does not
appear on the daily notification sheet should be se nt to the Deputy Principal.

(With Acceptable Note) - Any student who attends school with inappropriate
footwear (e.g. thongs, crocs, scuffs or slip-on san dals without a strap, high heels,
ugg boots or slippers are referred to the Deputy Pr incipal.

(Without Acceptable Note) - Students will be sent home or remain in isolation f or
the day unless they can arrange for appropriate foo  twear to be delivered.

Students who are not dressed to an appropriate s  tandard for school will be either;
provided with appropriate clothing; given private s tudy in isolation or sent home if
parents are contactable.

Shirts must have collar, sleeves and be neat and tidy.

NO ripped clothing, singlets, string shoulder tops as shirts, sleeveless shirts, low
cut necklines or armholes, midriff tops (see skin, notin!), slogans or pictures
excepting brand names (as in small pocket sized log  0), no underwear as
outerwear (e.g. petticoats).

Blue denim shorts for either girls or boys are a  cceptable during Term 1 unless
deemed inappropriate because of decency, logo or be  cause they are torn or
frayed. Boys can also wear grey shorts. Girls  cannot wear denim skirts.

If students continue to not meet dress code requ irements then they will be subject
to the school discipline code and placed on an appr opriate level.

The Deputy Principal will make any final decisio  ns about uniform, taking into
account the individual situation of students.

All students will be given a  Verbal Warning through an announcement on
assembly supported by an article appearing in the first school newsletter of the
year. A Written Warning will be sent to any student who subsequently fails to
comply with the Uniform Policy . Further non compliance will result in a letter
being sent home indicating that a student is to be placed on Loss of Privileges.
Students placed on loss of privileges may not at  tend extra curricular activities.
Students who return to wearing school uniform can a sk to be placed back on
privileges by requesting the Deputy Principal to vi ew the roll over ten (10)
consecutive school days to check for uniform compli ance. Be advised that
students will not _ be removed from loss of privileges during Term fou r.

If students persistently refuse to meet the School’s Dress Code a senior executive
will contact home and advise that failure to comply will be deemed as Persistent
Disobedience under our Discipline Code and placed on an appropriate Level.
