My last comments about the previous floods clearly show my lack of knowledge over
the likelihood of further floods, so I will keep my thoughts to myself!

It is difficult to communicate the exact status of a sc hool when floods build up in
different locations. Local knowledge is useful but lately the patterns have not always
been predictable. Generally, getting the students home on a flood day is hectic but
have happened without major incident. The difficult t ime is the next phase with the
classic question "Is the school open?" The general answer to that question is, "yes". If
your road or access is open then the school is open. On very rare occasions it is
closed and that information is disseminated through the SES and the local media,
notably ABC Regional Radio.

On Monday 25™ May we were swamped (appropriately) by calls to ascertain the
school's status. Those calls started at 6.30am in the morning. If you have received no
information to the contrary the school is open and a phone call is unnecessary. If the
school is closed then that information will be relayed to ABC Regional Radio by 6.30am
on the day in question, and also on 2BBB depending on their broadcast hours. This all
