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From the Principal

I attended a meeting last week that targeted student attendance. It involved police,
primary schools, youth services, DET consultants and parent representatives. We
looked at the positives of high student attendance balanced against the need to have
consequences for poor attendance and truancy. Some absenteeism is unavoidable
but all service industries are reporting an escalation of parent condoned absences,
that range from indifference to an inability to encourage positive attendance models.
How can we change the mindset?

Solutions are complex but the first stages are simple. Send children to school
unless it is necessary to keep them home. Provide a note for absences. Be careful
but excuses that don't add up - often a pattern of whole day truancy can be
occurring. Check with the school for an attendance record. We will give you an
itemised record. Don't cover up dubious absences. Let the students suffer the
consequences of the choices they are making. Don't give them early leaver
permission on sports day to "go up town" or the river on a hot day.

I have made an undertaking in the past to provide the best possible education for
students at this school. When they don't attend school or truant that education goes
out the window. Watch this space - legislation is already in place to provide
penalties for excessive absenteeism. A combined venture involving police and
schools will target attendance. Students without appropriate notes or
documentation will find that a gentle stroll through the streets of Bellingen in school
time has changed.
